12. The government should develop an inte-
grated townships programme for the planta-
tions, incorporating the ‘urban amenities in the
rural areas’ concept enunciated by Indian Presi-
dent Abdul Kalaam,

13. Develop selected schools serving the
plantation community to be state of the art
schools as provincial centres of excellence and

develop five schools as national centres of ex-
cellence as proposed by the National Education
Commission. (List annexed)

14. Open up opportunities in the university
system for plantation youth through modes of
continuing education.

15. Restructuring of State owned plantations
to be undertaken expeditiously in consultation
and with the consent of the CWC.

16. Alienation of estate land for settlement to
be stopped and if absolutely necessary to be
done in consultation with the CWC.

17. Have a moratorium on the cutting of trees
in the plantations.

18. Demarcate Tamil grama niladhari and Sa-
murdhi divisions in the Kandy, Matale, Kalutara,
Ratnapura, Kegalle, Galle and Matara plantation
areas and appoint Tamil officers.

19. Draw up a scheme of developing the es-
tate road network and make available sufficient
funds through the Ministry of Estate Infrastruc-
ture.
